Thursday, April 9, 2020

1. Call to Order:    The call to order was given by Chairman Karl Tauer at 4:30 p.m. in room 107 of the Forest County Courthouse.  

2. Roll Call:   The roll was called; members present were Karl Tauer, Steve Bunda, Ron Karl, and Scott Goode.  Lance Laabs was present through the Go To Meeting App. Jeannie Fannin, Zoning Administrator was also present along with Jim Whittinghill from Eagle Waste through the Go To Meeting App.           
3. Approval of the Agenda:    Motion by Ron Karl, to approve the agenda, second by Scott Goode.  All in favor, motion approved.  

4. Approval of the minutes:  Motion to approve the minutes from February 20, 2020 by Scott Goode, second by Ron Karl, all in favor, motion approved. 
5. Map Approval:   There were no maps submitted.  

6. Discussion and Possible Action on recycling contract:    Jim Whittinghill explained the 3% yearly increase in the contract.  The committee negotiated a 2% increase.  Motion by Steve Bunda to accept the contract for 10 years with a 2% CPI, second by Scott Goode, all in favor, motion approved.               
7. Discussion and Possible Action on Road Name Town of Hiles:    Motion by Ron Karl to approve the name of Loon Lane for the road in Hiles, second by Scott Goode, all in favor, motion approved.        
8. Discussion and Possible Action on Popple River Recycling Payment:     Jeannie informed the committee that she had received a telephone call from Jerry Gilligan, Town of Popple River Chair.  Mr. Gilligan asked that the town not have to pay the recycling fee, as they do not use the Town of Ross site.  They take their garbage and recyclables to Long Lake, which is in Florence County.   They also only a population of 43.   Motion by Scott Goode to exempt the Town of Popple River from the fee and re-examine in one year, second by Lance Laabs, all in favor, motion approved. 
9. Discussion and Possible Action on Sanitary Ordinance Changes:   Jeannie explained that we needed a motion to go to Public Hearing with the changes that were approved at the Feb. 20th meeting.   Motion by Scott Goode to send the approved changes in the sanitary ordinance to public hearing, second by Steve Bunda, all in favor, motion approved.   Jeannie informed the committee that an issue had been brought to her attention regarding holding tanks.  In Forest County, holding tanks are not allowed to be a system of choice.  She explained the reasoning behind this ordinance section.  Due to the WI. Fund no longer available she thought that this section in the ordinance might be causing a hard ship for some homeowners in the County.  She explained with income levels low and no grant to help some homeowners are finding it difficult to replace failing systems when the soils on their property indicate an expensive system.   The committee discussed different situations of when a holding tank would be allowed.     Motion by Lance Laabs to approve the removal of Section 24.09(4) (b) from the ordinance and send to public hearing with the other changes, second by Ron Karl, all in favor, motion approved.    

10. Office updates:     Jeannie updated the committee on some changes in the office due to the COVID-19 Virus.  She also informed them on Conditional use permits that are coming in.   She also informed the committee that due to licensing issues in the office Vilas County had stepped up to help again.       

11. Issues for Next Meeting:       Conditional use permits, Public hearings under COVID-19 rules. We will continue with the General Ordinance.    The meeting in May will be Thursday, May 14th, at 4:30 p.m.   If the COVID-19 rules are suspended, we will be having a Conditional Use Hearing.  
12. Adjourn:    Motion to adjourn by Steve Bunda, second by Lance Laabs, all in favor, motion approved.  Meeting adjourned.      
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
