1. Call to Order:    The hearing was called to order at 4:30 p.m.

2. Roll Call:   The roll was called present were Karl Tauer, Ron Karl, Mike Miller, Scott Goode and Lance Laabs.     Others present were Jeannie Fannin, Zoning Administrator and Sandy Beauchaine.  Members of the public included Clifford Flannery, Jamey Flannery, Tina Kulaf, Brian Wilson, Jake Pfeifer, Dennis Moon, Alma Hall, Paul Geroux and others who did not sign in.       
3. Approval of Agenda:  Motion to approve the agenda by Scott Goode, second by Mike Miller. All present voting (AYE). Motion carried.  

4. Confirm Compliance with Open Meeting Requirements:     The confirmation of compliance was given by Jeannie Fannin (Zoning Administrator).    

5. Inform the Public of Hearing Procedures (time for each speaker):  Karl Tauer informed the public that each speaker would be allowed 5 minutes.      
6.   Open the Public Hearing:     Motion to open the public hearing by Lance Laabs, second by Ron Karl, all in favor, motion approved.    
7. Reading of the Application:      The application and notice were read at this time.              
8. Applicants Presentation:      Clifford Flannery gave a history of the track and property.  He also stated that they give donations to the community.  The facility brings in quite a bit of revenue to the County.  He explained plans to move the shooting range.  He stated that they hire medical people for events.   They also hire their own security.   Clifford also stated that most of the events they are planning have been done on the property before.  They are just looking at doing more.  They also were here to bring everything into compliance with permitting.        
9. Counties Presentation:     Jeannie Fannin explained the permit process to the committee and explained the zoning district that the property is in is General Rural.   She described the properties that surround the racetrack property.          
10. Comments from the public:    Jake Pfeifer and Dennis Moon questioned Clifford on the future plans for the property and explained that they were fine with the facility but were concerned with noise levels and traffic congestion.  They were also concerned with what kind of hours of operation for the shooting range would be and what kind of firearms would be used.    Jeannie F. read emails that she had received.   She stated that she had no comments against the track and its plans, only concerns regarding noise, lights and traffic.    

11. Comments from the Town:     none  
12. Final questions from the Committee:     There was discussion back and forth between the committee and the racetrack officials.             

13. Entertain a Motion to Close the Public Hearing:   Motion by Ron Karl to close the public hearing, second by Lance Laabs.  All present voting (AYE).  Motion carried.  

14.  Deliberation and Decision:      Motion by  Mike Miller to approve the request for a Conditional Use permit by Crandon International Off-Road Raceway for a campground/event property with the following conditions:


A.  Quiet time at the facility will be 10 p.m. through 7:00 a.m. (does not include events)


B.   Quiet time on event weekends will be Midnight through 7:a.m.  



C.   The shooting range will be moved back towards the ponds on the property. 



D.   There shall be different colored wristbands for people 21 and older.  



E.    Work on a plan to avoid traffic backups on County Hwy S and US Hwy 8.
