Minutes of the Forest County Board of Adjustment

1. The call to order was given by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 1:47 p.m. in the pavilion of the Caswell Town Hall as the hall was not opened for us. 

2. The roll was called and all members were present. They included Ron Tschohl, Chairman, Harry Thurin and Jim Drefahl.  ZA Pam LaBine was present a clerk.  Only the applicant was present.

3. Motion by Jim Drefahl to approve the agenda, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.

4. Motion by Jim Drefahl to approve the minutes of the last meeting, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.
5. The clerk of the BOA provided the Board with proof of compliance with the open meetings law.

6. The Chairman informed the public of the hearing procedures.

7. Motion by Harry Thurin to open the Public Hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.

8. The Clerk read the application.

9. Harry Thurin reported that all members attended the site inspection.

10. Ron Tschohl took the applicant’s oath.  Brad Cromell said he would have to move his septic tank and drain field in order to get his garage fit within the setback of 150’.  The other side of the property is just as close to the road and closer to the OHWM and a steep drop off.   If the garage is put where he wants it, at 110’, he frees up the alternate site for a sanitary. 
11. Staff Report.  ZA said the wording of the ordinance bothers her.  There is a 200 foot right of way on the State Highway in Cavour and most of the way along Hwy 8.  There is a 100 foot right of way in Armstrong Creek.  Mr. Cromell had no problem meeting the 110 ft setback from the center of the road but adding another 50 ft to that number was unreasonable.  She asked the BOA to bring the wording of the ordinance to the attention of the zoning committee.  They agreed.  Otherwise it would be desirable, from the county’s standpoint, to preserve the alternate sanitary site.  The well and sanitary seem to be closer than what is allowed. It will be checked.
12. There was no related correspondence.
13. There was no ex-parte communication.

14. There were no requests to speak from witnesses.

15. There were no additional responses from staff.

16. There were no final questions.

17. Motion by Harry Thurin to close the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.

18. There was no motion to go into closed session.

19. Motion by Harry Thurin that a setback of 110 feet to the State Highway be granted to Brad Cromell for his garage and any other structure he is allowed to erect on this property, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved. 

20. Motion by Jim Drefahl to adjourn, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.
