Minutes of the Forest County Board of Adjustment
Monday, 10:30 a.m. 2009,  Room 103

Forest County Courthouse, Crandon, Wisconsin

Site inspection leaving 9:00 a.m. from courthouse

1. The call to order was made by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 10:30 p.m. in the Armstrong Creek Town Hall.           

2. The roll was called and the following members were present, Ron Tschohl, Chairman, Harry Thurin, Jim Drefahl and John Harter.  ZA Pam LaBine acted as clerk for the Board. Carmin Schuman accompanied by Jay and Jodi Palazzo.     
3. Motion by Jim Drefahl to approve the agenda, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.

4. Ron Tschohl asked for certification with the Open Meetings Law. Pam LaBine entered into the minutes the affidavit of mailing.

5. The Chair informed the audience of the open meeting procedures. He allowed 10 minutes for each speaker and the opportunity for the applicant to respond to each speaker. 
6. Motion by Harry Thurin to open the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.

7. The clerk read the application into the minutes.

8. Harry thurin reported that all members were on the site visit and that more would be said on the subject later.

9. The applicant said they wanted to split the two acres off around an existing home and use a road that they considered an old logging trail. The Zoning Committee wanted 66 feet of easement and they wanted 33 feet of easement because the hill on the Forest County side was too steep to cut, it would cost thousands. Currently they go through her Mom’s yard to get to this home.  

Harry Thurin spoke about the rode requirements being 20 feet of bed with ten feet of each side being kept fee of brush and an cleared to 20 feet above for the safe passage of fire and ambulance. He said that from his experience, and he is an EMT, the road would be impassable in the winter and not much better the way it is now at 16 feet   . Jim Drefahl said that the BOA could only give an adjustment to the land on the Florence side of the line.  The beginning of the road is on the Forest County side but by the middle of the hill it is split between the two counties. Discussion continued about moving the easement to a different portion of the property.  
10. The clerk gave the staff report. She said there were three communications, one from Lavern Kowalkowski, a landowner within 300 feet saying this was a town road but was never completed. Ron Brooks, retired County Road Commissioner, said the same thing.  The third communication came from the landowner on the Florence side that said he didn’t want any changes to the road. 

11. After more discussion on alternatives, the applicants requested their variance application be tabled until they could define a road that would meet the BOA’s requirements. 

12. Motion by Harry Thurin to adjourn, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved. 

13. Motion by Harry Thurin to recess for lunch and return to the courthouse for ordinance work, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved. 

14. The Committee returned from recess to reconvene in room 103 of the Forest County Courthouse.
15. The roll was called and all members were present as listed previously.

16. The clerk gave the committee the main body of text for the new ordinance.  Corporate Counsel, Paul Payant gave the committee information from the Center for Land Use Education. The clerk will continue working on the definitions and will forward the material to the board for the next BOA hearing.  The next hearing will be scheduled for December 15th, 2009.  A time is not set.
