Minutes of the Forest County Board of Adjustment
Tuesday, December 15th, 2009

10:00 a.m. Room 103 Forest County Courthouse

1. The call to order was made by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 10:00 a.m. in Room 103 of the Forest County Courthouse.
2. The roll was called and all members were present.  Those included were Ron Tschohl, Chairman, Harry Thurin and Jim Drefahl.  ZA Pam LaBine acted as clerk. To the Board.

3. Motion by Harry Thurin to approve the agenda, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.
4. ZA confirmed compliance with open meetings requirements.
5. Chairman Tschohl advised the applicants of the public hearing procedures.

6. Motion by Harry Thurin to open the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.

7. ZA read the application.

8. Harry Thurin reported on the 9:00 p.m. site inspection.  The distance between the home and the available conventional site is approximately 350 feet that goes across the road and up a steep hill.

9. The applicant said this is a seasonal home that will be improved but not to a full time residence.  They have owned it since the early 80’s. They currently use an outhouse and the well was just drilled on the property.  There is not enough room on the lake side of the road to place the whole sanitary system.

10. ZA gave the staff report.  She said that the rule only allows installation of a holding tank if the home is seasonal and a conventional system cannot be found on the property.  A conventional system is available at the top of their hill across the road.  The zoning Committee will not alter the sanitary ordinance to allow holding systems as a system of choice.  We do not have enough places to spread holding tank waste. 
11. ZA said there was no correspondence from any other landowners. Harry thurin said the Town was aware the request was made and had no comment.

12. There were no final questions from the Board.

13. Motion by Harry Thurin to close the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.
14. The Committee began its deliberation on the applicant’s request to install a holding tank instead of the complete sanitary system as required.  All members agreed the road, hill, and distance was an unnecessary hardship.  Harry Thurin pointed out that the distance was so great it might need another tank to push the waste up the hill.  It might also freeze before arriving at the field.  Motion by Harry Thurin to grant the variance as requested, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved. The Board then answered all questions on the decision notice that is attached.
15. Motion by Harry Thurin to adjourn the Freitag hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.

16. The Board turned its attention to the tabled request of Robert Schauman. 

17. Motion by Harry Thurin to approve the minutes of the last hearing with corrections, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.

18. Motion by Harry Thurin to Re-open the tabled Schauman hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.
19. Presented to the Board was a new map depicting a 33 foot easement, entirely on the property of Robert Schauman, accessing the proposed lot.  This met the previous requirements of the Board.  Discussion was held on conditions to be maintained on that road. Motion by Jim Drefahl to approve the easement as depicted on the map, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.  ZA asked the Board to fill out the decision notice and it is attached with conditions. 

20. Motion by Jim Drefahl to adjourn, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved. 
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
