1. The call to order was given by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 11;00 a.m. in the Hiles Fire Station B on 15065 Babcock Road.

Motion by Harry Thurin to approve the minutes of the Barborich variance hearing, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved. Motion by Harry Thurin to approve the minutes of the McPherson/Backhaus variance hearing, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved.
4. The clerk tendered the affidavit of mailing for this hearing and it is entered into the minutes.

5. The chairman said there would be no time limit to this hearing and no other restrictions as there were no witnesses.

6. Motion by Dan Samz to open the public hearing, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.

8. Harry Thurin reported that the placement of the garage, as staked, was 46 feet from the center of the road.  Dan Samz noted the placement of the sanitary system and the steep topography of the lot farther from the road.

9. A statement was given by the applicant that was as written in his application.

10. ZA gave the staff report.  She noted his well vegetated shoreline.  She also noted the placement of his current aged sanitary system and asked where a replacement would go. Mr. Palmer said they had chosen an alternate site between the two cabins.  ZA noted they also could go under the road.

15. Motion by Harry Thurin to close the public hearing, second by Dan Samz, all in favor, motion approved.

16. Discussion was held in open session.  Harry Thurin said that garages are a necessity.  Dan Samz noted the steep slope further into the lot where the setback would place the garage. Harry Thurin noted there are no safety issues with this placement. 
17. Motion by Harry Thurin to place the Palmer garage 46 feet from the center of the road, second by Dan Samz, all in favor, motion approved.
