Minutes of the Forest County Board of Adjustment
Thursday, July 8th, 2010

10:30 a.m. Room 107, Courthouse

1. The call to order was given by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 10:30 a.m. in room 103 of the courthouse after appropriate notice that the meeting was being moved down the hall.

2. The roll was called and members present included Ron Tschohl, Chairman, Dan Samz, alternate,  and Harry Thurin. Member Jim Dryfahl is on sick leave.  ZA Pam LaBine acted as clerk.  Members of the audience included Peter Brehm, Tom Kreiderman, Don Vannieuwenhoven and D Abitz.

3. Motion by Dan Samz to approve the agenda, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.
4. Motion by Dan Samz to approve the minutes of the Anderson variance hearing, second by ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved.

5. The clerk presented verification that this hearing was posted properly and it is attached.

6. The Chairman informed the attendees that the applicant would get 10 minutes, and each witness would be allowed five minutes. Questioning of the applicant by the board may be done at any time. 

7. Motion by Harry Thurin to open the public hearing, second by Dan Samz, all in favor, motion approved. 
8.  The clerk read the application and it is attached.

9.  The members noted all setbacks and measurements on their site maps. They reserve there comments until later.

10. The agent for Mr. Fleischman, Tom Kreiderman, spoke of the proposed plan for the lot. He proposes a modest home of 1200 square feet, however, the town lake access road is to the north and the 63’ setback make an 8’ x 32’ buildable area on the lot. The average setback in this plat is 46 feet and he proposes to be back 50 feet. The old cabin will be removed. The height restriction of 25’ would not allow for an exposed basement, one story with cathedral ceilings. This is about 28 feet according to his builder but they want to be safe with the height. 
11. The clerk gave the staff report. She said a place for the sanitary is available across the street.  If the town gave permission to access the garage from the side, there would be no parking except on the town road.  The shore is well vegetated. The new nr 115 would allow 30% lot coverage and homes placed closer than 75 feet from the OHWM would be allowed to expand to 35’ in height. Our current rule allows for 1500 square feet of home and this home is 1,200 square feet as proposed. 
12. The related correspondence is attached.

13. There is no exparte communications.

14. Don Vannieuwenhoven, Freedom Town Chairman said the town wouldn’t mind less of a setback to Hamilton drive. However he couldn’t approve a driveway access across town road unless they knew how much the applicant would be cutting into the existing hill and where the drive would be and how wide. The board must be consulted. A general discussion followed on length and width of driveway if constructed on town road lake access.  Peter Brehm spoke for the Forest Trust.  He described how this lot has a share of the property across the street for sanitary construction. So the sanitary can go there. He is opposed to a setback of 10 feet on his lot line. He also asked where the garage door would be, side or back.  Mr. Kreiderman said if the setback to the road was reduced, the drive into the garage would be off Hamilton, and the home could be 5’ narrower.  Mr. Brehm if there would be living quarters above the garage and he answered that there would not be. Mr. Brehm said he didn’t want to see a large home on this lot and all the trees would be gone. Mr. Kreiderman said if he kept a 10’ setback from the town lake access road then he would need 74 feet of length for the house and garage. Don Vannieuwenhoven said a sanitary system would have to be bored under the road.  
15. Motion by Harry Thurin to close the public hearing, second by Dan Samz, all in favor, motion approved.

16. Motion by Harry Thurin to go into closed session and to make those minutes public record, second by Dan Samz, all in favor, motion approved. All left the room except the clerk.

17. Dan Samz said the discussion between landowners made the job of the BOA easy. He suggested a 10’ setback on the town lake access road, keep the 15 feet setback on the south side, pull 50 feet back from the OHWM, 20 feet from the ROW on Hamilton drive, and allow 30 % lot coverage.  Ron Tschohl said there should be no trees cut on the shore as the hill is steep and that would destabilize the bank. The understory could be cut out in the 18 feet of view corridor but leave the trees on the bank unless they are dead or dieing. He agreed to allow 30 feet in height. NR 115 would allow more. Motion by Harry Thurin to grant the variance, not as proposed, but as it was worked out with the above stated setbacks and conditions, second by Dan Samz, all in favor, motion approved. 
18. Motion by Dan Samz to return to open session, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.

19. The Chairman called the roll and all members were still present. They included Ron Tschohl, Chairman, Harry Thurin and Dan Samz as alternate.  

20. The decision was read to the applicant and it is attached.

21. Motion to adjourn by Dan Samz, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.
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
