Minutes of the Forest County Board of Adjustment
Monday, June 21st, 2010

10:30 A.M. Nashville Town Hall, Hwy DD

The BOA left the courthouse at 9:00 a.m. to inspect the site at 999 Crane Lake Road. They proceeded to the Nashville town Hall at 360 County Road DD.
1. The call to order was made by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 10:30 a.m. in the town of Nashville hall.

2. The roll was called and members present included Ron Tschohl, Chairman, Dan Samz, and John Harter.  ZA Pam LaBine acted as secretary to the board.

3. Motion by Dan Samz to approve the minutes of the last meeting, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved.

4. The clerk presented proof of publishing and it is entered into the record.

5. Chairman Tschohl gave instructions as to how the meeting will be conducted.  In this case he allowed 10 minutes for each speaker and five for rebuttal.

6. Motion by Dan Samz to open the public hearing, second by John Harter, all in favor, motion approved.

7. Lisa Ceranski spoke as the applicant.  She said that three families own this property.  Currently they are using a home that has 500 square feet and they are asking for a home with 1200 square feet.  When they placed the house they looked at where the ground was firmest.  They angled the home to accommodate the neighbor but the garage needs a reduced setback. The will remove the sheds when the garage is done. They are asking for the larger garage because they have boats and need the dept for trailers and hitches. 
Judy Ford spoke for her mom, her letter is attached.  She said her parents assumed the restrictions would be upheld However, after looking at the plans she said her family would go along with everything except the request for a variance to the lot line on their side. 

8. Staff Report.  ZA said that if a variance was given the sanitary would have to be moved.  She also pointed out the sponginess of the earth to the north of the garage.  The shoreline has only Balsam trees and is very clean. She noted that this is a district of single family residences.  The garage is placed 13 feet into the right of way. 

9. Lisa Ceranski spoke of how the town wanted to minimize the blind spot on the road and needed to maintain 20 feet between the garage and home. John Harter noted 30+ feet between the house and the garage.  Lisa said the town required that for the fire truck. The angled the house so the neighbors wouldn’t see people coming and going. The town also noted the neighbor’s boathouse being closer to the lot line.  
ZA asked if there was going to be a basement.  Lisa said no that’s why they need a variance to the height limitation. They dig down two feet and hit water. The excavator looked and that is why the house is positioned as it is. The first phase is the house and the second phase is the garage. 

Judy Ford said the boat house is not 15 feet from the lot line. They have enough land they can build what they need without a variance to the lot line.

Motion to close the public hearing by John Harter, second by Dan Samz, all in favor, motion approved. 

10. Ron Tschohl said there was two complaints in the file. They were read by the members of the board.  John Harter suggested tipping the garage more.  Dan Samz said that the board can’t allow landowners to build on the right of way.  That’s why we have zoning. Ron Tschohl said this is a single family district.  Dan Samz asked the ZA what was the definition of a single family home.  ZA said she couldn’t give him one.  Ron Tschohl was concerned about the distance to the lot line and the garage being proposed on the right of way.  Dan Samz reminded the board that Ms Ford said her mom was not adverse to any part of the variance except the setback to their lot line. She is not adverse to exceeding the height limitation.  He also said they should reconsider their garage unless the Ceranski’s could get the town to sell them part of the right of way.  ZA asked if they could just describe a building envelope?  The board, discussed the setbacks for the various buildings, noting that the land has two 75 foot setbacks from the water.  Dan Samz wanted the full 15 feet from the south lot line.  He said 35 feet from the center of the road would be the least that should be considered.  All board members agree the garage plan should be modified.  They also agreed that 50 feet from the OHWM was about the closest they could go to the water with an accessory structure.  There should be a minimum of 50 feet from the centerline of the road to the house. The house can be no closer that 60 feet from the OHWM and the height can be no grater than 30 feet.  The NE garage setback to lot line can be 5 feet.  Shed can remain until the garage is built.  Motion by Dan Samz to the following list of setbacks and conditions, second by John Harter, all in favor, motion approved. 
1. The property is to have a no mow zone 35 feet landward from the OHWM.

2. Garage must be 35 feet from the center of the town road.

3. Home is to be 30 feet maximum in height.

4. Garage must be 50 feet from the OHWM and 5 feet from NE lot line

5. variance to the south lot line is denied.

6. Home to be 50 feet from the center of the town road.

7. Home to be 60 feet from the OHWM.

8. Shed are to be removed when the garage is built.

11. Motion to adjourn by Dan Samz, second by John Harter, all in favor, motion approved. 
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
