Minutes of the Forest County Board of Adjustment
Tuesday, June 22, 2010

10:30 a.m. Freedom Town Hall
1. The call to order was made by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 10:30 a.m. in the Freedom Town hall.

2. The roll was called and members present included Ron Tschohl, Chairman and Dan Samz.  Member Harry Thurin was called to an emergency.  A quorum was present. ZA Pam LaBine was there to act as clerk.  Members of the audience were John Harter, Freedom town board member, William Connors, and Mr. and Mrs. Cy Anderson.

3. Motion by Dan Samz to approve the agenda, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved. 

4. Motion by Dan Samz to approve the minutes of the last meeting, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved.

5. The clerk confirmed compliance with the open meetings rule.

6. The chairman informed the public of his decision to allow unlimited time for each speaker.
7. Motion by Dan Samz to open the public hearing, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved. 

8. The clerk read the application and it is attached.

9. The applicant, Mr. Anderson, stated he would like to build a landing for his vehicle to get his wife, who has MS, down to the dock to roll the wheelchair out to a boat. She likes to fish. The road has been there since 1952, and there are no other structures on this land.  They had thought about making a wheelchair ramp in front of the house, but that would involve removing all the trees and snaking the path back and forth so the incline wasn’t too steep.  This plan involves removing less than 10 trees and minimum grading.
10. ZA gave the staff report.  She said this proposal was less invasive than the original plan.  The OHWM was delineated and the retaining wall was would stay approximately 2-4 feet from the first woody vegetation identified on the shore. There are no structures on this lot and the 30 foot view corridor has not been cut out.  The shore is well vegetated and natural.  The clerk read the ordinance instructions on ADA considerations and being called a special exception.  
11. There were no e-parte communications or related communications. 

12. There were no witnesses

13. Motion by Dan Samz to close the public hearing, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved. 

14. Dan Samz said they had identified an I-beam 44 feet from the edge of the proposed grading to use as a bench mark for one side (west) of the grading.  The other side of the grading extends 15 1/2 feet from a hardwood tree (east).  The total width of this grading would be 30 feet from side to side. The retaining wall is proposed of stone and should be no higher than 4 feet. A silt fence should be installed before the work is started.  The road width will stay at 12 feet and should need little work.  Ron Tschohl said to remove as few trees as possible and if the property were to be sold, the structure would have to be removed if a handicapped person did not use the property.  Motion by Dan Samz to allow the special exception with the above stipulations, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved.
15. Motion by Dan Samz to adjourn, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved.
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
