Minutes of the Forest County Board of Adjustment
Thursday, July 22, 10:30 a.m.

Hiles Fires Station B, Hiles, Wisconsin

1. The call to order was given by Chairman Ron Tschohl at 10:30 a.m. at 15065 Babcock Road at the Hiles Fire Station B.
2. The roll was called and the following members were present.  Chairman Ron Tschohl, and Harry Thurin. ZA Pam LaBine was present as clerk.  Members Jim Drefahl and Dan Samz had medical appointments and member John Harter was out of town.  A quorum was present and the meeting proceeded.

3. Motion by harry Thurin to approve the agenda, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved.

4. Motion by Harry Thurin to amend the minutes of the last meeting to reflect that the Domres were going to remove all decking from their shoreline and place a limestone rock on the exposed area to be pervious. The motion was seconded by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved.  Motion by Harry Thurin to approve the amended minutes, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved. 

5. The clerk tendered compliance with open meetings requirements and it is attached.

6. the chairman said there would be no time restrictions on any speaker.

7. Motion by Harry Thurin to open the public hearing, second by Ron Tschohl, motion approved. 

8. The clerk read the application.

9. Harry Thurin deferred the site report until debate and decision.

10. John Marting represented albert Goodman.  He said that when they went to the realator they suggested a variance for the property as the slope was steep and there wasn’t enough room for any but a long narrow home, with a very steep drive.  The lot has a unique hardship as the town road is placed on the lot. The septic should be downhill of the house and that would require the garage closer to the road. We could bring in fill but that would alter the public view of the lake.  A long narrow home would also block the public view of the lake. There are two or three garages down this road that are closer and two or three homes also closer to the road.  

11. The ZA said the soils look good for sanitary closer to the road and there is room for sanitary as the new systems are narrow and can go around trees.  However, sanitary systems can go within 50 feet of the lake as it only takes 36 inches of good soil to clean effluent. The road is almost completely on the property of Mr. Goodman. There are other homes and garages on this road closer than the required 63 feet from the C/L.
12. There were four related correspondences.  They were each read and each question was addressed separately.  The first, from Joy Ludtke, addressed the question of the 75 foot lake setback and the dangerous curve.  Mr. Goodman is not requesting a setback reduction from the lake and he is not requesting a variance for that particular parcel where the road curves.  The second, Debra Bula, questions granting a variance without know dimensions of the home, sanitary, etc.  She also mentioned the safety question on the curve of the town road.  Again, this is not the lot with the curve and secondly, Forest County defines a building envelope, not what goes in it. The third letter was from Vicki and Glenn Krueger. They believe all buildings and sanitary should be 75 feet from the water. They also bring up the dangerous curve. The fourth letter from John and Martha Lubing states the 75 foot setback should be strictly enforced.  They also state that the area is drainage for the area and the tight curve.  The ZA said each letter referred to the corner lot as the lot in question is on a straight stretch and drainage is from the road only. Each letter referred to detailed development plans.  Those are required by the Uniform Dwelling Code and address drainage.  There is no setback to the lake requested.  Also, each letter questions the application by Mr. Goodman for the lot.  ZA said variances run with the lot and who applies is not an issue. Forest County defines building envelopes. It was agreed between board members the letters should be answered to clarify the requests of the variance and the decision for the sake of community harmony.
13. Ron Tschohl said he had one call from Vicki Krueger but requested she send a letter.
14. There were no additional questions.

15. Staff had no additional questions.

16. There were no other issues to address.

17. Motion by Harry Thurin to close the public hearing, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved.

18. There was no closed session

19. The board began discussion on the subject property.  Harry Thurin said they measured 38 feet of buildable area on the widest part and 34 feet of buildable area on the narrowest part.  The lot is on a straight stretch of road and there is no drainage from the opposite side of the road, it slopes away.  It is deceptive as to how deep the lot is from the letters. Most thought they were talking about the first lot by the curve. Ron Tschohl said they should be limited to a 30 foot viewing corridor instead of 60 feet and have a no mow zone of 35 feet back.  ZA read from the ordinance in Section 4 that said the setback to a town road cannot be reduced to less than 10 feet from the right of way.  Harry Thurin said they would have an envelope that was 75 feet from the OHWM and 43 feet from the center of the road.  That is the area they will have to build in.  Motion by Harry Thurin to grant the variance with those setbacks and conditions, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved.
20. There was no other business.

21. Motion by Harry Thurin to adjourn, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved. 
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
