Minutes of the Forest County Board of Adjustment
August 3rd, 2010

10:30 a.m. Room 103, Forest County Courthouse

1. The call to order was given by Chairman ron Tschohl at 10:30 a.m. in Room 103 of the Forest County Courthouse.

2. The roll was called and all members were present.  Those included Ron Tschohl, Chairman, Harry Thurin and Jim Drefahl.  ZA Pam LaBine acted as clerk.  The applicants, Mr. and Mrs. Charles Beecher were present.
3. Motion by Jim Drefahl to approve the agenda, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.

4. Motion by Harry Thurin to correct the minutes of the last meeting to reflect a word change in paragraph 4, changing the word agenda to the word minutes, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved.  Motion by Harry Thurin to approve the amended minutes, second by Ron Tschohl, all in favor, motion approved.

5. The clerk confirmed compliance with the open meeting requirements and they are attached.

6. The chairman chose not to limit any speaker.
7. Motion by Jim Drefahl to open the public hearing, second by Harry Thurin, all in favor, motion approved.

8. The clerk read the application.

9. Harry Thurin delayed the report on the site inspection until deliberation.

10. The applicant, Charles Beecher spoke. He told the committee that the cabin was 60 to 80 years old, they really don’t know and it is virtually sitting on the ground. They have had a mold inspector in and they have a mold problem.  He would like to have a home where the grandkids didn’t have stuffed up heads because of the mold.  He would like to raze the cabin, square it off on the back side, tear off the front deck and have a cathedral ceilings. He spoke that the town of Lincoln has granted him a variance but he has to leave his deck 18 x 18 on the side the same and remove the deck toward the lake. He can use 4x4 entrance and exit platforms on that side. He can square off the building on the back.
11. ZA said that the Beecher file does not have a sanitary permit and there is definitely a sanitary system there. She would like to see a soil boring or pit to confirm 38 inches of separation between the bottom of the dispersal system to ground water and a drawing of the system. Mr. Beecher said the tank was cement. ZA said no one will make you fix what is not broken but we want to know what is there.  There might be an encroachment by a shed over the drainfield, if there is one, or the pit, if there is one, might be too close to groundwater.  The shoreline is well vegetated and natural. There is no lawn.  A short discussion was held on the ordinary high water mark as the ZA said if she were to mark the OHWM today, it would be approximately 45 feet from the home as there are trees growing on the exposed lakebed.  The water has been down long enough to change the OHWM designation. 

12. There was no related correspondence.

13. there was no ex-parte communications.

14. There were no witnesses as all landowners of this condo ownership had to agree to allow the Beechers to come to the BOA for building approval.

15. ZA told the BOA that this was an unusual condo ownership as each building had no envelope around it. The buildings are private property and the land is in condo ownership.

16. There were no final questions.

17. Motion by Harry thurin to close the public hearing, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved. 
18. Discussion was held on the application.  Harry Thurin said that  the mold inspection speaks for itself.  Jim Drefahl said the Town’s approval is good. Ron Tschohl said there is no shoreline mitigation that could be required.  Motion by Harry Thurin to grant the variance to the extent the town granted the variance with the condition the sanitary be inspected and a soil boring/pit be preformed, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved. 
19. The chair asked if there was any other business for the board. There was none.

20. Motion to adjourn by Harry Thurin, second by Jim Drefahl, all in favor, motion approved.
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
